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BUILDING PERMIT/POPULATION ESTIMATE INFORMATION

Building permit and residential subdivision information is obtained from Marion and
Polk Counties, and the city of Salem for the Salem-Keizer area. These data are then
grouped by several geographic units for various planning purposes.

Census Tracts (CT) are the geographic unit which are the most stable, while the
Transportation Analysis Zones (TAZ) and school attendance areas change over time. The
TAZs are subsets of the census tracts. The Greater Salem Area covers whole tracts
which begin within the UGB (excluding Brooks).

The population estimates are based solely on census data and building permits. They do
not take into account a changing group quarters population, nor any change in the
average persons per unit or vacancy rates. Therefore, the population estimates are
intended for use as a planning guide and are not official estimates for the area.



Census Tracts and Census Tract Data

Beginning with the first quarter report of 2022, census tract data will be reported for 2020 census tracts.
Caution is advised when comparing census-tract level data in this report to older reports, which are
tabulated by 2010 census tracts.
